Target Audience  

This course is designed to provide acute care, 
critical care, and perioperative nurses the foun-
dational, evidence-based information and criti-
cal thinking skills necessary to care for the hos-
pitalized trauma patient. TCAR covers a wide 
range of pathophysiologic and nursing con-
cepts and is designed to be a broad, core-level 
program, rather than an advanced or specialty 
area-specific course.

Surgical, medical, 
and nursing management options and out-
come criteria are presented while discussing 
patients with:
